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Many trends experienced in the U.S. dairy industry are expected to continue in the FAPRI 
baseline. First, table one shows that milk cow numbers are expected to continue to decline over 
the next several years. The rate of decline is expected to be slight as the industry has made mi lk 
product ion adjustments to account for the decline in government intervention.
